Under the Environment (Protection) Act, 1988es for noise pollution level are
framed which prescribe permissible limits of naiseesidential, commercial, industrial
areas or silence zone. The question is whetheagpellant can be permitted to violate
the said provisions and add to the noise poll@tibnour view, to claim such a right
itself would be unjustifiable. In these days, greblem of noise pollution has become
more serious with the increasing trend towards stilization, urbanization and
modernization and is having many evil effectsludsag danger to the health. It may
cause interruption of sleep, affect communicatimss of efficiency, hearing loss or
deafness, high blood pressure, depression, abilitty, fatigue, gastro-intestinal
problems, allergy, distraction, mental stress amtbgiance etc. This also affects animals
alike. The extent of damage depends upon the tidarand the intensity of noise.
Sometimes it leads to serious law and order probfumther, in an organized society,
rights are related with duties towards others idiclg neighbours.”

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-r(®3, the State Government
may, subject to such terms and conditions as atessary to reduce noise pollution,
permit use of loud speakers or public address systiuring night hours (between 10.00
p.m. to 12.00 midnight) on or during any cultural religious festive occasion of a
limited duration not exceeding fifteen days indalking a calendar year."

Quote-3 “Freedom from noise pollution is a part of thehtigo life under Article
21 of the Constitution. Noise interferes with thedamental right of the citizens to live
in peace and to protect themselves against forgdkiace.

There were no loudspeakers in the old days. Whéfereint civilisations
developed or adopted different faiths or when Hagks were written to guide devotees,
they did not mention the use of loudspeakers asgbétal to spread religious devotion.

He who, offering the highest lot® Me, preaches the most profound
gospel of the Gita among My devotees, shall conMddalone; there is no doubt about
it" (18.67-68). The gospel should be deliveredrtydhose who enjoy listening to it and
who have the patience to do so. It shall neveobeetl upon those who do not want it.

The holy Qur'an says, "Lakum Deenokum Walia Degnour religion and belief
is for you and my religion and belief is for me.cBastay happy with her own religion
and belief. It never says, make others listenh® gospel of your faith by using
loudspeakers.”
