 I have received information from the District Collector’s PA on 14.2.2018 at 
11:28am that, the squad against the illegal loud-speakers formed by the District Collector 
is in action. (The audio clip is available in the Ref.5). 
 
 Today even after 8 days the public have no idea about the functioning of the squad 
and unable to submit a complaint directly to the squad. 
 
 It seems the scarcity of the “Decibel Meter” being misused to dilute the 
functioning of the squad. But  the “Decibel Meter” App is available for use after 
downloading it into the smart phones. 
 

So the Police should act quickly before the KSPCB officials arrive at the spot. And 
take all responsibility to collect all evidences including the address of the offender cleverly 
as soon as possible upon receiving a complaint from the public to book the offender 
according to the “Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000”. 

 
The squad should never attempt to stop/disrupt the offenders and create a scene, 

instead gather all evidences secretly to put before the Hon. Court to bring the offender into 
justice.  

 
The offenders can be served with a notice for depositing an amount as fine, as it is 

successfully carried out by the Police against the violators of Traffic Rules. This fine 
amount will be a relief for the Government Treasury.
