6. Types of cases: - The Vigilance Department shall take up investigation/enquiry of

cases falling under the following categories: -

(i) Offences of criminal misconduct by public servants as defined in the Prevention
of Corruption Act, 1988;

(ii) Any dishonest or intentionally improper conduct on the part of a public servant
or abuse of powers as a public servant;

(iii) Gross negligence or dereliction of duty;

(iv) Misuse of any public money or property;

(v) Misappropriation involving Government or public servants in which the amount
exceeds Rs25,000. All other cases of defalcation of public moneys and properties,
including funds of co-operative societies, irrespective of the amount involved will be dealt
with by the regular police, unless Government direct other-wise.

(vi) Abetment of the above offences.
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
